	Approve Last Session Meeting Minutes
	Reviewed the March TBI meeting minutes. 
Penny made the approval motion, Marylouise seconded it. 
	Unanimous approval.


	Sam is converting meeting tapes to CD’s.  

	Legislative Updates
	Chair has been sending e-mail updates regarding the legislative session and TBI fund to council. 
Governor’s proposed 09-11 budget gave authority of $300,000 per fiscal year.  
Senate budget Monday allocated $300,000 per year for FY 10 and FY 11 to TBI Fund. Mark testified at Senate ways and Means committee to express disappointment on the Senate’s proposed appropriation.
Tuesday House budget released for $1.8 million ($900,000 each year for FY 10 and FY11). Mark signed up to testify, he was not called in time. Mark spoke with Rep. Pettigrew, Chair of appropriations committee for Health and Human Services. Mark thanked Rep. Pettigrew for his work on behalf of the TBI Fund proposed allocation. Tommy Manning called Rep. Pettigrew and also thanked him. 
Maralise spoke with Rep. McCoy, Flannigan, and Pettigrew to understand TBI Fund and spending authority. She explained to Pettigrew that the TBI Fund is a designated fund separate from the general fund. 
Penny and Mark are scheduled to meet with Sen. Regala to explain the TBI funding. Mike Carroll is also supportive of meeting with Penny to discuss TBI fund. 
Mark said the next month of tracking TBI will be difficult. Council will need to be aware that a bill could be dropped to all unexpended TBI accounts funds to be used to support governor funded services. Mark urges council to contact the TBI chairs ASAP if they see changes in TBI funding. Mark also added legislative staff are tracking calls and it’s important to call for TBI Fund. Several council members have already met with Rep. Frank Chopp. 
Council is urged to contact Senator Prentice also needs to hear Chair of Ways and Means committee need to hear “don’t take away our funding stream.” 

TBI council encouraged to communicate with Regala and Prentice in Senate. 
Maralise said TBI advocacy from January helped keep the TBI Council on the “save” list for the governor. She encouraged council members to keep up the good work with advocacy for the TBI fund.
R House had questions about next steps for the legislative funding. Maralise confirmed April 27th the TBI Council will know the final amount of proposed funding for FY 10 and FY11. 
Mark discussed proposed changes in eligibility for developmental disabilities program that would make it difficult for TBI survivors to qualify for DDD services. The state attorney general’s office sent a letter stating the proposed eligibility changes will not happen. 
In discussions with the legislature remind them the TBI fund is a dedicated fund and not part of the general fund. 
	TBI Council members need to make appointments with their representatives to advocate for TBI Fund. 
Remind legislative representatives that the TBI Fund is a dedicated fund separate from the general fund
	

	TBI Budget
	Sam reviewed the FY 09 TBI Budget and graph. There are four categories of funding allocated by the state legislature to spend the $908,000 for FY 09. The council reviewed the budget document.  

Maralise asked if there is time to spend balance of FY 09 funds $182,290 on additional client services by June 30th. The council discussed this and decided to create a list of recommendations for DSHS to consider for spending the balance of the TBI funds from FY 09. 
	Sam drafted the list of Council suggestions for spending FY 09 remaining funds. 
	Sam will take this list back to the department for review and follow up. 
The Council will be updated in the May meeting on the progress. 

	Future of TBI Contracts
	Mark discussed TBI contracts and options for future TBI contracts in FY 10. The concern is making a decision on FY 10 contracts when the council does not have an indication of the legislative funding. 
Penny made a motion to delay the council vote on deciding client service contracts for FY 10 until the May council meeting. Tommy seconded motion. 
	Unanimous approval to delay the council vote on FY 10 contracts until May TBI meeting. 

	

	Monthly update on TBI Contracts
	Sam reviewed the monthly TBI contracts summary. 
Clarification on the helpline numbers. The total monthly “intakes” refers to the helpline callers who completed an intake on the phone. The helpline staff answer also answer calls that are brief or the caller declines to give their information for an intake. These additional calls are not reflected in the monthly “intakes” report. 
Sam has met with BIA to work on additional data gathering for future monthly helpline monthly reports. 

Sam also gathered website data on monthly visits to the website. January 2009 had the highest rate of visits since March 2008 when the website launched.  

The TBI Conference has a total of 134 participants as of March 27th. 37 of those participants have applied for a scholarship. Advertising for the conference continues. 
	Council asked for copies of all documents presented in the monthly summary.
Council asked the website report is added to the monthly summary of TBI contracts.

Council members are encouraged to advertise the conference with their friends, TBI survivors, and community contacts.
	Sam will provide paper copies of the documents to the council members at the next meeting.
Sam will add the website data to the monthly summary report.

	March Public Awareness Activities
	Sam updated the council on the Public Awareness events of March. A collection of news releases and media stories were passed around the council. 
	Council asked Sam to post these news media items to the website. 
	Sam will work on website posting of media events for March 2009.

	Options for FY 10 TBI contracts
	Mark proposed a discussion with council members to review the three options for voting on TBI client service contracts in FY 10 and FY11. Mark clarified this is a review of options only. Voting on these options will be done at the May council meeting.  Sam reviewed the three options for council vote on client contracts. Council asked to review the current statements of work for TBI funded contracts.
Council had questions about the difference between personal service contracts versus client services. Mark provided e-mail Sam sent to council in March to define personal services versus client services contracts. Bea read the definitions. She explained the difference between TBI client service contracts (Helpline, Resource Coordination, and Support Group grants) and personal service contracts (Support Group Infrastructure, Facilitator). Council asked to review the current statements of work for TBI contracts. 
Maralise asked the council to consider options over the next month and be ready to vote on an option at the May meeting. 

Council asked for information presentation at the May meeting by the current vendors (BIA and WADSA). Both BIA and WADSA were present at the April meeting and agreed to 15 minute presentations in May about their service provided under to the TBI contracts.


	Sam will e-mail the council on the three options reviewed in the April meeting. 

Sam will e-mail the council the statements of work of current TBI client service contracts.

BIA and WADSA will prepare presentations for May.

The department will also present high level accomplishments of the TBI funded contracts at the May meeting. 
	Sam will present the department presentation to the council in May.



	HRSA grant update
	Washington State was not awarded a HRSA TBI grant this year. HRSA states the application was incomplete. ADSA verified the documents were all posted correctly to the on-line grant program. ADSA contested decision and HRSA confirmed ADSA will not be awarded grant contract.
