	Quick Report from Department of Health
	Kathy Schmidt shared a DRAFT copy of a Dept. of Health TBI Fact Sheet developed by a DOH staff member interested in addressing disparities in rural health. The DRAFT Fact Sheet links info from the trauma registry to death records per county.  A future study will allow Dept. of Health to link death rates for individuals one year post-Hospitalization for TBI related injury.
DISCUSSION: Some members requested that Dept. of Health look beyond death rates and provide info on other outcomes; For example: Post-Hospital disposition, that is, where are people being discharged to (for example, Adult Family Home, a rehab unit, a skilled nursing facility, other placement) after a stay at the hospital for TBI?
	Suggestion from the Council: ask Zeyno Shorter of Dept. of Health to a future TBI Council meeting to share results of study
	Kathy Schmidt will explore what level of information is available through the Dept. of Health study and will report back at next meeting.

	Transition of Council Staff

· King County (.50 FTE)

· Pierce County (.25 FTE)

· Existing positions in Adult Day Health Centers were modified to include the TBI Resource Coordination

· All hold Masters of Social Work 
· Contractor is working with TBI Model Systems to ensure coordinators are trained in TBI

· Project Coordinator is making progress in developing relationships with agencies, community providers and others 
· Resource Coordinators who are already employees at Adult Day Health Centers have been trained by experts in TBI, including Dr. Bob Fraser of TBI Model Systems

	Executive Committee Report
	The executive committee met with the Governor’s policy analyst for human services, Kari Burrell. Kari indicated she was impressed with the work of The Council in the short time frame. She like comprehensive Report and found information very relevant and useful. She indicated that the Governor’s office is willing to share the cost of these difficult times across boards and populations. 
TBI Council message to Kari Burrell was that we’d intended to ask for expansion of authority to spend funds in TBI Account, but given reality of economic situation, the TBI Council is not making that same request.

The term “scoping” is now officially sanctioned by the Office of Financial Management for the practice of using unspent funds from one account to supplement general state funds.

Members of the executive committee have met or are planning meetings with -------Pridemore and Hunter and at least 6 other legislators to  provide information about the work of the Council. All have been impressed by the Comprehensive Report.



	
	

	Public Policy Committee
	Council members brainstormed list of the intangible ways that TBI Council has made a difference to both survivors/caregivers and in relation to agency responses to TBI

Discussion ensued related to budget authority for spending TBI Funds.  The Governor’s proposed supplement to Fiscal Year 2009 does not change any spending authority for  the TBI Fund. The proposed budget for fiscal years 2010 and 2011 reduce authority for spending the TBI Fund to $300,000 for the bi-ennium. The Governor’s budget proposes a change to RCW 43.----------- that would allow funds to be spent on long-term care as well as on the 4 areas delineated in the statute as currently written. It is likely spending authority will be provided in budget proviso language with back-up budget documents that detail the amount that is provided specifically for TBI related activities as outlined in the 4 areas.

Public Policy members suggested the Council revisit the TBI Council’s official message to policy makers during legislative session. Discussion  ensued and individual members of council each provided their opinions about whether to have a “fall-back” message to bring if it’s no longer viable to maintain the message as agreed upon in the January meeting. 


	Council Agreement: Public Policy committee members will consider everyone’s input in drafting any necessary fall-back messages regarding the language in the TBI Statute and the appropriation of TBI Funds.
	Public Policy Committee will share the list with legislators during visits to Olympia

DSHS Staff will seek information and clarify to the executive committee where information in various proposed budgets can be found about spending authority
