	Legislative Discussion
	Mark reviewed the new TBI Bill and overall changes.  The bill, as written and if enacted, would:

· Eliminate term limits for several positions including state agencies, DRW and the brain injury association.  
· Remove language requiring a legislative appropriation authorizing access to the TBI Account.  

· Permit Increased staffing to the council based on recommendations to be included in the comprehensive plan.

· Broaden funding beyond 4 categories to include the recommendations of the comprehensive plan.

Constance asked that the “Member of a non-profit” be included in the positions that do not have term limits. 
Motion made for this. 
Vote: 9 in favor, 6 opposed. 
Motion passed. 

Mark explained there is a new system with the legislature to file bills. The new process automatically assigns bill numbers with the filing. 

Currently, we do not have a commitment to file a companion bill to the one to be filed by Rep. Flannigan because Rep. Flannigan has not finalized the language of his bill and we would need it to find a Senate sponsor. 

 
	Motion passed to include “Member of Non-profit agency” in the council positions that do not have term limits.
