	Report on December 10, 2010 Legislative Work Session
	Laura provided an overview of the December 10, 2010 Hearing on the Effectiveness of the TBI Council. Council members did an excellent job portraying the important work and accomplishments since the council began. The committee asked several questions to which DSHS and/or the Council will respond.

Council suggests that DSHS program staff also attend hearings when DSHS or Council are asked to present to legislature.

	Presentation on TCARE (Tailored CARE) related to TBI
	Hilari Hauptman. Kinship and Family Caregiver Program Manager, Aging and Disability Services Administration (ADSA) /DSHS, presented information on caregivers who are providing care to individuals with Traumatic Brain Injury who are involved with the Family Caregiver Support Program.  

Beginning in July 2009, Aging and Disability Services Administration and the state’s 13 Area In Agencies on Aging began incorporating an evidence-based screening/assessment and consultative care planning intervention, called Tailored Caregiver Assessment and Referral (TCARE®), into the Family Caregiver Support Program. TCARE® is designed to assess the stress, depression and burdens of unpaid family caregivers who provide care to adults (18+) and recommend strategies and services that can best help those caregivers who are most burdened with their caregiving responsibilities. 

According to the WA State Department of Health survey in 2007, BRFSS (Behavioral Factor Surveillance System) an estimated 2% of family caregivers in WA State are providing care to a child or an adult with a TBI.
