	Review and Approve Last Meeting Minutes
	Council reviewed and approved the January council meeting minutes. Penny move- Maralise and Tommy 2nd. 
Mark welcomed council meeting visitors and explained council process. He asked that visitor comments be held until the end of the meeting…when they will have time to give their feedback.

	Legislative Update
	Mark updated the council on the latest legislative information.  

HB 2999 update: E-mails have been distributed. Bill died after referred to Ways and Means. Thank you to council members who testified at all of the hearing: Tommy, Andrea, Laura, and Penny.

Budget issue: Governor proposal to “scoop” $2 million from the TBI account for long term care services (including individuals with TBI). TBI budget for FY 11 is $908,000. 

Senate budget came out and agreed with Governor’s budget. House budget came out and it too agreed with Governor’s budget about TBI fund. House budget has not passed yet….hearing today at 10:00 a.m. with Rep. Flannigan on ESSB 6444 that includes the following language: 
Striking “long term care services” from RCW 74.31.030 (4) (c).

Added during FY 2009-2011 to:

· Secure funding to develop housing for TBI individuals

· Expand support group services to active duty military with TBI

· Establish training and outreach for first responders

· Improve awareness of health insurance coverage options for people with TBI
Bill would also allocate the $2 million to FY 11 for $2,908,000 to be spend on the above items and the 4 statutory required items (TBI council, Public Awareness, Support Services, and Information and Referral). 
Mark, BIA, and Penny Condoll met with Kari Burrell to discuss the $2 million dollar “scoop” and the restriction of personal service contracts. Kari Burrell said the Governor’s office was neutral on HB 2999. 

Mark asked if the TBI council can meet with Burrell after this session ends to draft new language for 2011 TBI bill. Kari agreed to visit the council at the May meeting to discuss statutory changes for 2011. 
Andrea of Disability Rights Washington was introduced to the council. Mark wanted her to meet with TBI council members to share their personal stories about TBI. Andrea is going to work on news releases about the issues for future TBI advocacy. 
Penny asked: in Senate and Governor’s budget there is info about exceptional rates for TBI survivors in hospitals to cover the cost when NH placement is not possible. Bea explained ADSA has work group on this issue. There was no funding provided in this additional language. 
Penny asked: Does exceptional care rate apply to AFH? Bea answered: we do have exceptional rate for community setting clients. Fast track budget bill was passed in 2010 for additional staffing to assist clients with placement from Nursing Homes to community. Penny asked for the council to please be updated on ADSA changes about this topic. 
Mark is seeking clarification with ADSA and their Attorney General’s Office about:

· Additional staff working on the TBI council activities?

· Council’s ability to solicit, accept, and leverage private funds to accomplish the tasks of the comprehensive plan.  
Laura recognized Mark for the hard work he and the public policy TAC have contributed during this session.

	TAC recommendations review 
	Critical Services: The four TAC leads reviewed each of their list of recommendations for council review and consideration. 
Question: Does peer mentoring project include 
Caregivers? If not, it needs to.

Question: Does a study fall into a council activity? Answer: TAC decided recommended studies fall under statute of council activity. However, most studies will require a personal service contract exception. 
Question: Mark asked the Public Awareness TAC to make recommendations during the break on additional Public Awareness items if the council is given the $2 million in FY 11.  

Resource Coordination and Training TAC recommends blending the TBI Helpline and Resource Coordination into one contract for FY 11. This will require a new RFP be written. Contract amount would be $500,000. This would include a resource database in the contract. 
Question: BIA director asked if council has applied to be on all the conference distribution lists? 

Question: Is training for first responders for acute injury? Or with TBI survivors? Recommendation: training needed for staff working with acute injuries and TBI survivors. 
Suggestion: Volunteer firefighters need the training as first responders working with TBI survivors and Veterans.  Especially in rural areas.
Question: Who gives people permission to have council members go to groups to present on TBI? Jackie Shuey wants volunteer to present in her community. 
Council had several recommendations for TBI Statute changes. Mark suggested this happen in the May 2010 council meeting.

	Full council VOTE on recommendations
	Motion: Kathy Schmitt made a motion: If the council has $908,000 for FY 11 vote to keep the current scope of work and services. Second: Laura.
Discussion: Council discussed issue of conflict of interest for voting members with contracts. Friendly amendment: Council will discuss scope of work and contract amounts only, no discussion about contractors. 

VOTE: Continue with current scope of work and amount of funding for the TBI services. Result: Unanimous approval.
Council discussed the TAC recommendations that fell outside the current TBI contracted services. Council tabled any further voting on recommendations for TBI services in FY 11 until legislative process clarifies if ESSB 6444 passes and the council is required to spend the $2 million on the additional items listed in ESSB 6444.
