	Introduction of  the New TBI Program Manager
	Chris Imhoff introduced Terry Redmon. She also thanked Traci and Sam for their work while going through the process of filling the position. Terry spoke about his experience working with people with disabilities and that he is looking forward to working with the Council. 

	
	 

	Celebration of SHB1614 Passage 
	Mark led the discussion on SHB1614. This bill allows for revisions of the comprehensive plan and addressed needed fixes (now have the ability to use TBI fund for items outside of 4 previous areas).The previous plan was static, now we have a living document. Mark Fischer is now a voting member. Mark Stroh encouraged members to thank the Representatives and Senators as it was voted in unanimously. There were about 15 individuals at the signing with Governor and her husband. Also a special thank you to Mark Stroh for his efforts to keep the bill moving forward. 
 
	
	 

	Other TBI Related Legislative Updates
	Mark referenced an email sent to Council Members before the meeting. On April 5th Mark Stroh received a call about a $900kTBI Center on a bill (SHB 2020). He did research and found that it was initiated by Michael Hatzenbeler, CEO Provail. This bill requested funding for a TBI center. The Council was not aware of this bill. The Executive Committee felt that the Council could not support it since there was not an opportunity to review the bill. Mark emailed two legislators (Senator Kilmer and Rep. Dunshee) and let them know that TBI Council had no position on this bill. Mark then received contact from Laura Dahmer-White concerning convening the Executive Committee (Avreayl could not participate as a Wa. State Employee). Mark felt that this contact with the Legislators was within the authority of the Executive Committee. There were concerns from several Council Members about communication of expectations or processes to the public around TBI issues and the scope of the Council’s work.

	ADSA Legislative Updates
	Chris Imhoff, DSHS, reported that there were a several victories and the TBI Bill was one of them. Another was Senate Bill 5042 that clarifies the definition of financial exploitation for Adult Protective Services. The definition will help the department investigate and make findings against people who exploit vulnerable adults. The budget is not final yet as the legislature is in special session.

	  
	 

	 Contract updates: DVA Outreach
	Tim Lovitt and Mark Fischer presented on Tim’s work across the state. Those with TBI in the new generation have about 92% survival rate. Vets are surviving the wounds and coming back due to medical advances as well as improvement of the body armor. The Department of Defense and Center for Excellence estimates there are about 45,000 to 90,000 identified Vets with TBI. Another estimate puts the number at about 180,000. Tim is working with the 32 colleges educating students, families and faculties. His focus is not on being a TBI expert, but a referral source. He has discovered that most Vets with TBI’s are 1) from Iraq, Iran and Afghanistan conflicts, 2) had numerous IED explosions and 3) did not associate themselves with TBI’s (Spartan Theory). He gets about 20-30 individuals attending per event. His evaluations show that 94% would attend another workshop, 95% consider the workshop above average and he is serving 136 zip codes. 

	
	 

	Fiscal Year Funding Priorities 
	Chris and Terry reviewed the FY 12 priorities document created by the Council to determine if they were still priorities at this time.

	The new law should be used to categorize items on the budget.
	Reserve an agenda spot to discuss how to categorize new priorities for the budget.

	TBI Conference Report
	Traci reported out on the Conference. There were 390 who attended, low no show rate and high satisfaction rate. Traci recommended that the Conference be held at Marriott next year as well. There several reasons (Hotel staff trained on ADA, know the Conference’s needs and the decision to keep the Conference at the present level of attendees). There also was a positive response from attendees from Eastern Washington about coming to this location.
	Motion made and carried to have the conference again at SeaTac Marriott. 
	Planning Committee will move forward as appropriate.

	TBI Treatment Center of Excellence
	Laura (as representative of the Council) and Deborah (representative of BIAWA) attended the meeting. It was unclear as to what the purpose was for the housing (residential or transitional), but it is to be located in Orting. Laura presented to the group that included many veterans along with the Governor and her husband. There does not appear to be a guarantee that civilians will have access to facility.
	Recommendation that the VA present on this topic at the next Council Meeting (July)
	Laura will contact the VA about their availability to present to the group at the next Council Meeting.

	Other TBI Related Legislative Updates (Cont.)
	Laura led the discussion on SHB 2020 and established the ground rules around the discussion. Michael Hatzenbeler, CEO Provail gave a presentation on bill and fielded questions from the Council. 
	A motion to support PROVAIL’s request failed by a vote of 3 yeas 3 nays and 6 abstentions.  A motion to take a neutral position on PROVAIL’s proposal passed with a substantial majority. 
	An email from Chairperson Mark Stroh will be sent to Senator Kilmer and Rep. Dunshee conveying the Council’s position on SHB 2020.
