	Governance committee
	The Governance committee was assigned to work on edits to the Designee policy and Attendance policy. Kathy Schmitt is the Governance Committee chair and led the discussion.
Sam presented information from the department of central contracts regarding reasonable accommodation and how to protest decisions made by the department regarding RFP. 

Mark requested that the information on reasonable accommodation be e-mailed to council as well as the information on protest of RFP contract. Sam will e-mail to council the documents. 

Kathy Schmitt made a motion for the Attendance policy and Designee policy to be reviewed by the council. Traci Adair seconded the motion. 
Discussion: 

R does not agree the signature page of the attendance policy draft is necessary. Tommy agreed. 
Council voted to delete the signature page from the Attendance Policy. Council vote: unanimous approval.

Andrea asked for the Designee policy to be edited to reflect the changes in the attendance policy. Designee’s cannot attend more than 1/3 of meeting (2 meetings) on behalf of a council member. Attendance policy requires TBI council members to attend 2/3 of council meetings (4 or more meetings). 

Andrea also asked that the DSHS staff person be responsible for tracking attendance and follow up with individual council members if attendance is falling below four meetings a year. DSHS staff will also report the attendance issue to the Governance committee.  

Marylouise asked for a timeline for notifying DSHS staff of anticipated absence. Governance committee will work on this. 
Maralise made a motion to vote on Attendance Policy and Designee Policy. Motion was seconded. 

Council Vote:  Unanimous approval.

	Public Policy planning for 2010 Legislative session
	Mark updated the council on the Public Policy TAC work and recent meetings with Mary McBride of U.S. Senator Patty Murray’s office, Rep. Dickerson, and Kari Burrell of the Governor’s office. 
The council discussed the options for the 2010 legislative session. 
Mark made a motion for the council to discuss the Public Policy TAC recommendations. Andrea seconded the motion. 
Discussion:
Bea described the process for the department to submit budget proviso requesting the full amount of the TBI Fund. This would not require change in RCW 74.31.060 statute. However the department timeline has passed to submit this request for 2010 Legislative session.
Maralise: Public Policy TAC had three recommendations proposed to the council. Even if the options are not considered by the legislature in 2010 session…the council would have 14 months to work on a bill for the 2011 session. 
Maralise proposed options for the council to consider: 
1. First option: (BIG change) 

· Change legislation to expand authorization beyond the four categories of spending and request access to the full balance of the TBI fund. 

The council would need a new budget proviso detailing how the additional funding would be spent on TBI services.  

2. Second point: (keep current funding)
· Advocate to keep current funding $908,000 and maintain the four categories. This option would be used if there is a proviso to cut the current TBI appropriation. 
 Council voted and approved unanimously to purse the First option. The second option will be used if there is a change to the current appropriation for FY 11.
January 27th – The TBI Council is working on a Public Policy Forum from 5:00-7:30 p.m. in the Columbia room of the Capitol. Sam will work with the Public Awareness TAC to develop:

· Flyer to invite people to attend

· Post the event on www.tbiwashington.org website

· E-mail TBI support groups with the information.
TBI council members are encouraged to contact their community network to ensure good attendance at the January 27th event.

	TAC discussion
	Mark sent an e-mail from the TBI executive committee to the TBI Council proposing to reorganize the 8 TBI TAC’s into 4 TBI TAC’s. 

Discussion: 
Public Policy & Data TAC needs data when talking with the legislature about TBI. It made sense to blend Identification and Quantification into Public Policy TAC.
Critical services for Children, Youth and Veterans TAC These three TAC’s were combined to identify critical services across the age spectrum. 
Public Awareness TAC will continue with a sub group being the TBI conference planning committee.  

Resource Coordination, Training, and capacity of Service Providers TAC is active with three of the most recent TBI contracts coming from recommendations of the TAC.
· Work plan needed for how TAC work is involved and focused.
· Additional staff time for the TAC organization and work to accomplish the goals.
Mark made a motion for the TBI council to adopt the 4 TACs. Maralise seconded the motion. Vote: one No, Yes from the rest of the council. 
Motion was made by Maralise to have time on each council meeting for TAC updates. Bea Rector seconded the motion. Council vote: unanimous. 
TBI executive committee will meet to discuss assignments for the TBI TACs. TAC chairs will be notified of the assignments.  
	TBI council will have 4 TACs effective November 2009. Council members will sign up for the TAC they want to serve on.

Sam will include TAC updates on future council meetings.

	DOH Teen prevention DVD – In an Instant
	Kathy Williams of the Dept. of Health presented an overview of the teen TBI prevention project.  
Number of DVD’s distributed: 500
Number of schools across the state: 87 copies (high schools) 286 copies (private driving schools)
Number of Surveys completed: 165
Feedback from surveys:

· Kids liked hearing from peers
· Liked that real survivors told “their” story

· Wanted more examples of texting and ipod use as distractions.

· Wanted more “in your face” stories...tell it like it is.

	Resources for schools
	Rosemary Biggins presented on youth resources for schools. HRSA TBI grant funds from 2009 purchased Brain STARS manual. 
Rosemary consulted with: Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) and TBI model systems to locate materials that would be used in educating schools on work with TBI survivors. 

Jeannie Dice- Lewis of University of Colorado created the BrainSTARS manual and is an expert working with children with TBI. She is providing 2 day training in July 2010 during OSPI consortium to teachers interested in working with the curriculum.  
The Journal of School Psychology wrote about the manual and materials. Copies of the article were handed out. 
OSPI distributed the Brain STARS manual to special education directors in each school district in the state. In addition to the two day training in July 2010, Dice is offering 6 months of one on one consultation with school staff regarding the manual.  
Have the event taped…is possible.

Andrea Okomski suggested the council consider establishing an OSPI representative to provide information to the council on TBI issues in schools. 
ADSA has applied for the latest round of HRSA TBI grant. A total of 3 grants will be awarded. Up to 30 states are applying for the three grants. ADSA will know the outcome in March 2010. 

The latest HRSA grant application from ADSA covers the same components that were introduced to the council in 2008.

	TBI Monthly Summary of Contracts
	Sam reviewed the TBI funded contracts. Based on the current funding of contracts a total of $864,695 has been appropriated. This includes the latest RFP for Support Group Infrastructure. The balance of TBI funds that have not been appropriated is:

$43,305.

The council discussed the funding for the SG infrastructure RFP. The council recommends increasing the funding for the SG RFP to a total of $50,000 and adding a component for development of new support groups in underserved populations. 

Council voted: 

Abstain: Mary Chapman, R House, Valerie Wootton, and Penny Condoll.

Approved: Majority approved. 
This recommendation would bring the remaining balance of funding to $18,305. 

Council recommended this remaining funding be used on January 27th Public Policy forum and March 2010 Public Awareness month activities.  

	Council recommends funding the SG infrastructure RFP at $50,000. 

Council recommends remaining unspent TBI funds from department appropriation will be spent to fund TBI awareness events and Public Policy Forum.
