	2011 Legislative update on TBI Bill
	The Council has asked the Governor’s Office to review the proposed changes to the TBI Statute (74.31 RCW). Governor’s Office has a new policy analyst for human services, Andee Smith. Ms. Smith is still reviewing draft.

One specific change that Ms. Smith suggested was to combine department and Council reports into one report to legislature. This change is in the draft proposal.
