	Ethics Training- Melanie DeLeon
	State employees are subject to public disclosure with regard to email, not allowed to access private Facebook or other personal networking sites. State employees and council members are not allowed to use position or board title when lobbying. State employees: Fundraising emails can be forwarded to personal email addresses only. Council members who resign or leave can bid on contracts and subcontracts. For State employees it is a year and never if they participated in the transaction. There was discussion around the 1371 and which does not allow sitting Council members to bid on contracts with the agency. Melanie felt that the interpretation was incorrect.

	DSHS update-Terry/Kara
	Dual integration meetings: This was an opportunity to propose necessary reforms that would reduce fragmentation, simplify access, improve outcomes and reduce costs for the 135,000 Washingtonians who rely on Medicare and Medicaid services. We recognize that the timeline to develop the detailed design plan is short and the task is both complex and challenging.  DSHS believes that only through the participation of groups like ours that we can realize a shared vision of integrated person centered care for Medicare and Medicaid beneficiaries.  
There was discussion about the Infrastructure Support Group Grant dollars being less than the previous year.  

	
	 Terry will investigate the Support Group Grants and share the findings with the TBI Council. 

	Housing Needs Assessment-Michael Pollowitz
	There are approximately 60-70 properties in the state. There were about 300 individuals surveyed for this assessment. The assessment shows that there is limited housing for individuals living with TBI. DSHS has a fulltime individual developing and maintaining housing for DDD. It is recommended that there be a fulltime person, external to DSHS and Adult Family Home staff be trained to work with individuals living with TBI. There presently are about 5 ½ housing situations that support individuals living with TBI. This includes Snohomish County, Spokane and Starbird in Mt. Vernon. There was discussion around cluster care. Medicaid does not allow a group of individuals living in a home to receive care from one caregiver. It is difficult to find homes for individuals who have been released from Western State Hospital. There has been situation where individuals have secured funding to purchase their own homes. There are programs in Spokane, Pierce and King Counties. There is available local, state and federal funding for home ownership. The Council should connect with the State Housing Conference (in September) to encourage builders to look at this housing need. The Council should look at legislative strategies concerning setting aside monies for TBI Housing. There are DDD examples and this is due to someone approaching the legislature about issue.
